Hardship letter of Support for Intending immigrant who is seeking an extreme hardship pardon to be allowed to stay in or return to the U.S. 
Context

The purpose of this letter is to support the I-601 “Waiver of Inadmissibility” application, by ________________________. To successfully overcome the inadmissibility, extreme hardship to the U.S. citizen or lawful permanent resident qualifying relative must be shown.  In this case, ______________________________ must show extreme hardship if separated from the intending immigrant for 10 years.  The hardship case may include emotional hardship, financial and health challenges. Also, the applicant __________________________ must be considered worthy of admission to the U.S. and not a burden on the government or country. So a strong letter of support will include points addressing how the intending immigrant contributes to make our country better by helping others, giving of time, talent, and support to others in the U.S.  Personal examples of how the person has been a good influence or support in other’s lives are very helpful.
Important points to cover in your letter.
· Please state how you know the intending immigrant and the nature of your relationship to the intending immigrant and the qualifying relative (friend, family, work, etc.)
· Please state, if you can, the hardship you are perceiving for the qualifying relative, and any other people the intending immigrant helps or provides for, including minor children.
· If you know about any serious emotional, financial, or health concerns, please state them. Your letter will be held in strict confidence by us, our attorneys and the Immigration Service
· If you have personal knowledge of positive contributions to others or society in general that the intending immigrant has made or is making please state this as a benefit of allowing the intending immigrant to return
· Any personal comments you would like to make testifying to how important the intending immigrant’s return would mean to you are welcome.

At the end of your letter, please state the following:

 “In accordance with 28 U.S. Code §1746, I declare (or certify, verify, or state) under penalty of perjury that the foregoing is true and correct. Executed on (__________ date).
